T have the honor to request thet exception be made of
our ease relative ro the order of your good offilce fixing
the recognition date of guerrilla organizstions a nd/or units
in the Islands. In this connection, I feel constralned to
atate that our guerrilla unilt, the Batangas Intell;uence
Tnit, failed to take, in due time, the mecessary steps for
its recognition for reasons beyond its control. As command-
ing officer of the.Unlt, T had in my custody all the perti-
nent papers regarding our organizatlion and was, therefore,
the proper person who should have taken the requilsite steps
for the recognition of the unit, Unfortunately, however,

I was hurriedly sent by the USAFFE HG on Janmary 8, 1945
to the United States for Refresher Pilot Course, without
heving sufficient time to entrust the matter of recopnition
of our unit to another member of the organization., Conse-
quently, no steps whatever could have been taken to secure
the early recognition of this pnit, and for the =ame resson,
the fallure to secure recognltion could not be attributed
any negligence on our pert.

For ready reference, we have the honor to enclose here-

ner

k with the chrofiologlcal history of the unit,
Frnowing of your gzealous attitude to do justice to the
deserving, we cannot but entlelipate your favorable consider-

atlon of our reguest.
