I was born at Aparri, Cagayan, Philippine Islands, on October 2, 1901,
My father was at the time engaged in the lumber business. Unfortunately I
never knew my elders. My mother died & month after I was born, and my father
went, too, when I was four years old. From that time on my uncle, brother of
my father, took me into his care and sent me to school.

When I graduated from high school in 1919, T got on board a ship as an
apprentice, In 1925 I sat for my third mate examinations. I qualified and
from that time on I never left the sea, In 1924, prior to my sitting for
the examinations, I pot married, and have now a daughter aged 16, residing
now with my wife at Cebu City, Philippine Is.

I embarked on several ships during my career, and it was while on the
"Don Isidro" that war was declared against Japan and we were made a transport
ship. We came to Australia from the Fhilippines on December 15, 1941, arriving
at Perth on December 24, 1941, We left Perth for Brishane where we loaded war
cargo for the Fhilippines.

Un February 19, 1942, both the ships were sunk b enemy action in the
Arafura sea, about 80 miles Northwest of Darwin, Those of us who were fortunate
o survive came to Melbourne and then nroceeded to Brisbane, where we were en-
listed as privates in the Philippine Army. Later, in June, 1942, we received

our commissions. On August 7, 1942, we were inducted into the AIS and since
served in New Guinea in the T.C.
