1. DA rad (TCFIS) WCL 22463, 28 Oct 50, to world wide commands,
states that a lack of accurate information on the cost of loading and
discharging berth term vessels where stovedoring is performed by the DA,
is ereating a serious delay in settling accounts with ocean carricrs and
ISTS.
